Frank Paul Andrade Jr. was born 12 December 1980, in Fall River, Massachusetts.  During Middle School Frank joined the Marine Cadets of Battleship Cove March 24, 1996 to help hone his maturity and self confidence.  He then attended Diman Regional Vocational Technical high school where he took up the trade of a carpenter.  He enlisted in the Marine Corps in June of 1999 and left for boot camp after graduating on June 19, 2000.  While undergoing recruit training Recruit Andrade was selected as his platoon honor graduate at MCRD Parris Island, South Carolina and graduated in September of 2000.  PFC Andrade then went through the School of Infantry at Camp Geiger, North Carolina where he learned the job of an infantry Marine.  Upon completion of MOS school, he reported to 1st Battalion, 7th Marines, 1st Marine Division at 29 Palms, California and participated in several unit deployments to include Bridgeport, California, 2001 Combined Armed Exercises at 29 Palms, CA, Steele Night war game exercise, 6 month deployment to Okinawa, Japan to include sub deployments to main land Japan, Camp Fuji and Thailand for Operation Cobra Gold training the Thai military on urban terrain.  His company also prepared for a possible Embassy evacuation and crowd control in Pakistan.  Upon returning to 29 Palms Lance Corporal Andrade received orders to the Marine Security Guard School in Quantico, Virginia and was ordered to report in October of 2002.  Corporal Andrade graduated MSG School in November 2002 and received orders to Marine Security Guard Detachment Yerevan, Armenia.  Cpl Andrade became Sgt Andrade on 01 Oct 03.  He re-enlisted in December 2003 and in March of 2004 Sgt Andrade was sent to his 2nd MSG post, MSG Detachment Amman, Jordan.  Upon completion of his MSG tour Sgt Andrade received orders to a newly organized Anti Terrorism battalion in Camp Lejeune, N.C. and was deployed to Baghdad, Iraq for 6 months to secure the US Embassy compound.  After Sgt Andrade’s first deployment he returned with his unit to Camp Lejeune for additional training and was redeployed to the Dyala Province in northern Iraq for 7 months.  Upon returning to Camp Lejeune Sgt Andrade’s unit was dissolved and became 2nd Battalion, 9th Marines.  Sgt Andrade met his now wife, Casie Andrade, and was Honorably Discharged December 8, 2007.  Frank returned to his home town of Fall River, Ma.  In January 2008 Frank began studying Criminal Justice at Bristol Community College and began volunteering his free time with the Marine Cadets of Battleship Cove as an Instructor, then eventually taking the position of Executive Officer.  On April 22, 2008 Frank was hired as a Campus Police Officer at the same college.  Frank got engaged on February 14, 2008 and bought a home the following June in Fall River, MA.  In March of 2009 Frank attended the 21st Special State Police Academy in New Braintree, Ma and Graduated as Class President on June 20, 2009. Frank and his fiancé, Casie, got married on June 24, 2009.  Officer Andrade is currently still working as a Campus Police Officer at Bristol Community College.  He also continues to volunteer with the Marine Cadets which is now called the Marine Cadets of Massachusetts, Inc. and has recently stepped into the position of Vice President and Commanding Officer.  Frank is highly dedicated to the improvement of the organization in order to keep kids off the streets and to assist his community in succeeding.  On September 10, 2010, Frank and Casie had their first child, a baby girl named Lindsey Andrade.
